Woodcock Johnson Tests of Achievement – III 

Maintaining Standardization and Optimal Testing Conditions
· Tests must be administered by the teacher, not support staff

· Administer an entire subtest in one sitting (avoid breaks in the middle of a subtest)

· If timed, the time has to be exact

· Minimize distractions in the room

· Maintain contact with the student as they complete the subtests

· Cannot assist or give pointers

· Keep to language of the manual for administration

· Be familiar with directions for subtest administration, (including basals and ceilings)

Subtests to administer based on SLD Classification

· Basic Reading Skills – 1: Letter-Word Identification,  13: Word Attack

· Reading Fluency – 2: Reading Fluency

· Reading Comprehension – 9: Passage Comprehension,  17: Reading Vocabulary

· Math Calculation Skills – 5: Calculation, 6: Math Fluency

· Math Problem Solving – 10: Applied Problems, 18: Quantitative Concepts

· Written Expression – 8: Writing Fluency, 11: Written Expression Skills (ALWAYS use the manual when scoring)

· Feel free to administer any other subtests within that student’s identified area of disability that you feel would provide you with important information, (i.e. spelling, grammar, math fluency).

· If data does not support deficits in other subject areas, DO NOT administer other subtests

Interpretation of Scores

· Use AGE LEVEL norms

· Report Standard Scores and Percentile Ranks – do not include any scores you are not prepared to interpret

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Qualifications for PASA

Criterion includes the following:

By September of the present school 

year, is the student in grades 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, or 8?

Does the student have significant 

cognitive disabilities?

Does the student require intensive 

instruction to learn?

Does the student require adaptation 

and support in order to perform and/or participate meaningfully and productively in the everyday life activities of integrated school, home, community, and work environments?

Does the student require substantial 

modifications of the general education curriculum?

Does the student’s participation in the general education curriculum differ greatly in form and/or substance from that of most other students (different objectives, materials or activities, for 

example)?

Progress Monitoring for Writing

Progress monitoring needs to be done frequently so that you can see if students are making progress.  Writing prompts need to be administered at least monthly, but it is best to do them every other week.  Using the writing benchmarks that are given 3 times per year is not an acceptable way to monitor writing progress.  

The goals below are just samples to give you an idea of what you can use.  Every child is different and you may need to use a different goal.  If you have other questions regarding progress monitoring for writing, contact your Instructional Advisor.   

Related Service Update
Do you have students on your roster who go to the nurse daily for medication or for a procedure?  If so, 

NURSING SERVICES should appear on their IEP under the Related Service Section.  This may be a change from our previous practice.  It is important to include Nursing Services as it is a billable service through School Based Access.  Unlike other related services, Nursing Services does not require an IEP goal.  If you are unsure if you have any students who use the nurse daily, check with the student, parent, or school nurse.  If you have a student who would qualify, but it is not currently listed in their IEP, please contact your IA to make arrangements for a revision.
